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	Part
	Function

	Peritoneum
	The Major lining of the abdominal cavity

	Seminal Vesicles
	This pair of glands is responsible for the secretion of the greater portion of fluid that becomes semen.

	Ampulla of Ductus Deferens
	A very twisted portion of the end of the Vas Deferens.

	Ejactulatory Duct
	It is the duct where the seminal vesicles and vas deferens meet and is the location for the preparation of semen.

	Rectum
	It is the temporary storage site for the feces before defecation.

	Prostate
	Secretes a slightly alkaline solution to neutralize the pH and helps to propel the semen during ejaculation.

	Bulbourethral Gland
	Also known as Cowper’s, it secretes a clear fluid known as clear ejaculate to lubricate the urethra for ejaculation.

	Anus
	A muscular sphincter at the end of the digestive tract.

	Bulb of Penis
	A slight bulge at the base of the penis

	Ductus (Vas) Deferens
	The muscular tubes that connect the epididymis to the penis and propel the sperm out using peristaltic motion.

	Epididymis
	The site of spermatozoa maturation and storage before ejaculation.

	Testis
	The major male reproductive organ responsible for the production of sperm.

	Scrotum
	Is used to keep the testis temperature slightly lower than that of body temperature for optimal sperm production.

	Ureter
	Muscular tubes that propel the urine from the kidneys into the urinary bladder.

	Urinary Bladder
	Collects the urine from the ureters and stores it until micturation

	Prostatic Urethra
	The most dilated part of the urethra

	Pubis
	Covered with a sheath of fat called the mons pubis and is there to protect the reproductive organs

	Membranous Urethra
	The least dilated part of the urethra

	Urogenital Diaphragm
	It helps support the prostate in place

	Corpus Cavernosum
	It is a sponge like region of erectile tissue that contains the majority of the blood during penile erection

	Corpus Spongiosum
	The mass of spongy tissue that surrounds the urethra

	Spongy Urethra
	The longest part of the male urethra

	Glans Penis
	The sensitive bulbous structure at the distal end of the penis

	Prepuce
	Also known as the foreskin in males and the clitoral hood in females is the skin that protects the Glans penis and clitoris.

	External Urethral Orifice
	Opening to the urethra (meatus)
