WRITING YOUR LAB REPORT

TITLE PAGE:


Your title page should be a blank piece of white paper.  One-third the way down the page and centered you should include: Title of lab, submitted by: (your name), class name (SNC 2D1d), submitted to: Mr. Tsigaridis, and date.

INTRODUCTION:


The introduction should provide some BRIEF and general background information regarding the subject matter of the investigation.

PURPOSE:


Every investigation has a goal or purpose behind it, state what that purpose is.

HYPOTHESIS:


PRIOR to performing the experiment you should state what you believe the results will be.  This should be put in the form of an “if….then…..” statement.  (i.e.)  If bread is exposed to a warm dark environment then cultures of bread mold will grow faster than bread exposed to a cool light environment.

MATERIALS:


Make a POINT FORM list of ALL of the materials used to perform your experiment.

PROCEDURE:


The purpose of the procedure is to allow another person to check your results by doing the EXACT same step by step method.  These should be numbered starting with one and list everything you had done to perform the experiment.

DATA/OBSERVATIONS:


Data or observations are normally presented in table form.  These are the results (qualitative or quantitative) that you collected during your experiment.

QUESTIONS/ANALYSIS:


If you are given questions for the lab this is where you present your answers.  

CONCLUSIONS:


In the conclusion you should restate your original hypothesis and explain why it was correct or incorrect.  The results of the experiment should be discussed in terms of the knowledge you have obtained in class that relates to the experiment.
